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 Reflecting of Peace        
    by Rimban Katsuya Kusunoki 

On August 6, 1945 and on 
August 9, 1945 the atomic 
bombs were dropped by 
the USA army on Hiroshi-
ma and Nagasaki. Tens of 
thousands of people were 
killed. My father who was 
born in Nagasaki, Japan in 
1938 had personally expe-
rienced WWII and he was 
exposed to radiation when 
the atomic bomb was 
dropped onto Nagasaki 
city. I want to share with 
you a story, which my fa-
ther wrote from his recol-
lection of the summer of 
1944. 

[My fatherôs recollection] I am now living in peace. 
Because of living in peace, I am forgetting how valua-
ble ñpeaceò is. I made my resolution to make an effort 
to create a world without war because I experienced 
the hell of war and the atomic bomb. But, now, it 
seems that I am forgetting about my resolution. I real-
ly feel that I need to remember my experience and 
resolution, again. 

I want to introduce to you to a passage from 
ñNIDOTONAI JINSEI DAKARA (Because my life is 
unrepeatable)ò written by a poet, Mr. Shinmin Sa-
kamura. 

ñBecause my life is unrepeatable, I want to devote my 
effort to create this world without war and write many 
pomes to convey how valuable ñpeaceò is. I want to 
write my poems to the younger generations to whom 
I bequeath this wish after I die.ò This poem touched a 

chord deep within me. Therefore, I started writing my 
unforgettable memories, which were deeply branded 
on my mind. 

It was a hot summer in 1944. I was living at my family 
temple ñKǽGENJIò which is located in Nagasaki city. 
Many soldiers were staying at my family temple be-
cause my family temple was temporary housing for 
the Japanese army. I was not sure how long they 
stayed. It might have been for one week or ten days. 
However, I felt sad whenever I remembered these 
days. During a lunch break, the soldiers were having 
a pleasant talk in the Hondo (the main hall) and I was 
playing and running around there. At that time, one 
soldier called me and said, 

ñHey boy, come here and give me your hands.ò 

He put some candies in my hands. Candies were 
costly sweets in those days. I was so happy to get 
these. 

One day, my parents woke me up at midnight and 
told me. 

ñThe soldiers are leaving, now.ò 

The soldiers formed up in the temple yard, and silent-
ly left my family temple. I was waving a Japanese flag 
to send them off silently. That was the last time for 
me to see them. No one came back from the war. All 
of them would be killed somewhere in the Pacific 
Ocean. 

After several years passed, by chance, I remembered 
those candies, which one soldier gave me. At that 
time, I had some kind of emotional feeling and I really 
understood the real taste and meaning of the can-
dies. I thought that the soldier might have left his kids 
at home when he joined the Japanese military. When 
he saw me running around in the Hondo, he might 
have been remembering his kids who he would not 
be able to see again.

ñI see. He must have given the candies to his kids. Those candies were the last gift for his kids. He sent his 
last gift to his kids through offering the candies to me. I see. Now, I understand the soldierôs feeling.ò   

At that moment, I ran to a store and bought some candies. When I put a candy into my mouth, tears naturally came 
up and it has never stopped.  

This is my fatherôs recollection. At the end of my August message, I want to introduce to you a passage, which an 
atomic bomb victim left for us. His name is Mr. Katsuji Yoshida who was a member of my family temple, Kougenji. 
He was an atom-bomb victim when he was in high school. He had serious burns on his face and body. He suffered a 
lot from the burns and from the discrimination against atomic bomb victims. He had spoken of his experiences in 
Chicago and at the United Nations in New York. Mr.Yoshida and I sometimes chanted Shoshinge together at his 
house. His voice was much bigger than mine. He was an energetic person, but he passed away a few years ago. 
This was the passage that he left for us. 

ñThe basis for peace is for people to understand the pain of others.ò
